After connecting the unit directly to the computer using CATX cable, temporarily set your computer’s IP address to 192.168.168.xx to match the unit.
Open a web browser and input the unit’s factory default IP address: 192.168.168.55 (local) or 192.168.168.56 (remote), into the address bar. Change the
IP addresses of the units to match your network’s subnet. Revert your computer’s network configurations to its original settings. The web interface can
now be accessed through the newly assigned IP addresses.
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
