Jack Module Termination

STEP 1: Strip 2” of cable jacket off station cables.
STEP 2: Lace color coded wire pairs info 110 termination, as indicated above.
NOTE: Maintain cable pair twists within 1/2” (13mm) from the point of termination.
STEP 3: Place Jack on solid flat surface to terminate. Using a single insertion blade 110 tool,
terminate all 4 pairs. (see above diagram)
STEP 4: Repeat steps 1 thru 3 until all Jack Modules are terminated.
STEP 5: Snap Jack module into faceplate, or set Jack module into base of surface
mount box.
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
